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How to know when food is unsafe?

Our donations come in many different containeézan,
glass jars, paperboard cartons and plastic comtairteor each
container there are some signs that you have toftoao tell if
the food is safe to eat.

Cans
Sometimes can come in maybe a little dented orsimeeor
they seem to be crushed. As long as the can dautdacked
on another can and opened with a manual can optheer,
food should be safe to eat.
If there are rust spots that leave holes in the can
If there seems to be leakage coming from the can
On baby food or formula NEVER past the expiratiared
Glass Jars
Home-canned jars should never be given out
If the lid on the jar is raised, loosened, or crek
Check for dirt under the rim of the lid
If the seal on the jar is broke, DO NOT USE
Paperboard Cartons
If there are slits in the plastic packaging
Evidence of possible insects
Plastic Containers
If the seals seem to be tampered with or broke
Signs of the food is spoilage, such as smell arad@sation

Any of these signs would suggest possible contaimatien.
If you see or recognize any of these signs, pldasmard the food
product immediately. If any of these items youeiee from the
Tri State Food Bank, please call to let us know.

Carl Todd—20 years of ser-
vice with Tri-State Food
Bank

Starting on April 19, 1988, Carl Todd is the
first Food Bank employee to reach the 20 year
pinnacle.

Carl watched the food bank grow from one

small building and a borrowed pickup truck to

3 warehouses, an office building, a fleet of 3 Carl Todd—Warehouse Manager, Tri-State Food Bank.
trucks, 2 cargo vans, a mini van, and an events

bus.

The adjoining 2 acres and 2 buildings owned by Preway Corporation were pur-
chased 2 months after Carl's arrival. 3 food pantries were added to the Emergen
Food Pantry System of Evansville. Schroeder’s Vending Company donated a small,
used refrigerated truck.

In 1988, 1,518,246 pounds of product was disbursed to area pantries. We now dis-
tribute over 4 million pounds of product each year. An average of 3,800 people re-
ceived food assistance in 1988 compared to a monthly average of 81,000 in FY 2007.
